MIGRANT PARAPROFESSIONAL SCHOOL-ADVOCATE

JOB SUMMARY

Identify and serve migrant children in order to reduce the educational, social, and health related deficiencies resulting from being a migrant.

DUTIES

Identify all migrant children who are eligible for inclusion in the FL Migratory Child Compensatory Program
Provide appropriate services to migrant children and families

Make home visits to migrant families and provide assistance as appropriate

Develop good working relationships with migrant children and families

Assist migrant students and families in advocating for themselves

Assist migrant families in obtaining necessary health and social services to enable migrant children to receive maximum benefits from school

Monitor migrant student academic progress and assist families and students in utilizing school and community resources to improve academic success

Assist school personnel in the proper grade and program placement of migrant students

Assist in orientation of migrant parents regarding school policies, academic calendar, attendance, report cards, conferences, and responsibilities

Accept and act upon as appropriate referral of staff members regarding needs of migrant students, inform parents of needs and refer to appropriate services and/or resources

Encourage and facilitate parent involvement, to include assisting in the planning of parent meetings and other parent activities

Assist faculty and staff in involving parents in formal education of migrant children

Assist in forming Parent Advisory Council, identifying potential council leaders and encouraging parent involvement in PAC
Facilitate communications between schools and migrant families

Assist school personnel and/or other resources in bringing information to migrant students and their families

Monitor migrant student attendance and act upon as appropriate

Conduct informal counseling with migrant students

Assist school and district personnel in maintaining current records on migrant students and families

Assist and encourage migrant students to participate in school activities

Participate in staff development activities

Promote community awareness of program

Work a flexible schedule

Provide report as requested by LEA or SEA

Perform related work as required and/or assigned by principal or district personnel
